The counters are then milled into the dial
using diamond planes and galvanized with silver nickel coating. Thanks to the proven high grade automatic movement, the
903 remains both durable and reliable. We have arranged the minute and second counters as well as the small second
second counter at 3, 6 and 9 o'clock. The date display is located at 4:30. An eye-catching feature of the 903 is the additional
crown at 10 o'clock. This is used to rotate the slide-rule ring around the outer edge of the dial. With this high-quality
navigation chronograph, you can perform multiplication and division, calculate proportions and do various conversions.
